Dear Scott,

Your last letter was of course received 
some time ago,and as always with your letters we were part- 
icularly glad to have it.

The months have been coming and going, 
and I have had a number of lines out for a position,and have 
linked up with certain placement agencies,but nothing has 
appeared as yet,that has nıaterialized,or even götten very 
”warm**. One of my chief difficulties in trying to land a 
position is that when I was forced out of Robert College,the 
Administration of Robert College did nothing to try to 
secure my reinstatement,and did not come out in any way in 
ray behalf. It is difficult for people here,to whom I apply 
for regular academic employment,to understand why,after such 
a long period of work out there,my disappearance from the 
scene at Robert College was acquiesced in so genialiy. If 
only I could get start in the picture here,I think I could 
make good in the academic picture.

During Dr.Monroe’s brief stay in this 
country,! saw him in New York, He was very gloomy about the 
situation,but no more so than most people here,who have sought 
to follow what has been going on in connection with American 
educational work in Turkey,and have tried to find a reasoned 
explanation for the way things have taken place at both of 
the Colleges in İstanbul. The financial troubles have of 
course in themselves been severe enough; the attitude of the 
Turks has too frequently been curiously shortsighted;but ,in the 
opinion of raany here,to those difficulties have been added 
calamitous pokcies of administration. Here I have been surprized 
at the general wonderment that it should be expected that the 
Colleges will have any justifiable influence under present cond- 
itions.

It is assuredly an unhappy State,and it cuts 
to the quick, I can imagine how very difficult it ali is out 
there. The other day I was talking with Dr.Robert E.Speer hece 
in Rochester,and I was astonished at his bluntness about it ali, 
inciuding Dr,Coffin*s visit. Perhaps his is an unknowing attitude, 
but Speer is a man of experience and judgraent.

On this letter I ara putting one of the Conn- 
ecticut Tercentenary staraps,just issued. I thought David would 
be glad to have it,for I suppose he collects staraps. This goes 
you and your household with our very affectionate greetings,

su f f ic ien t ly  or reasonably worthv/hile ,or as the American'is. inclined to 
put i t ,  j u s t i f  iab ly  v/orthvvbile under conditions of s e l f - r e s p e c t . And. \vhcn 
one searehes the heart and raind for honest and unqualif ied arguments 
to the e f fe c t  that the Turke do want these forelgn. in s t i tu t io n s , under 
j u s t i f l a b l e  conditions, re a l ly  convincing arguments are hard to muster.

Considerinf^ hov/ late it was for 
getting into the field of lecturing this season,- moRt imuortant 
uro'̂ ’TPms a,re made up in the late spring,- I have been getting a 
fair number of lecture dates here and there. It is rather fınan- 
cially uncertain and precarious,however,and my deBire is to put my 
efforts into a defini te piece of work.The idea of an itinerant 
lecturer has no great aopeal to me,although some people do feel 
that it must be r grand kind of life.

Rdgarj.Tr, has been ha.ving an intereBting time 
at Arthur Yashburn^B littie Solebury School a.t î\ew Ilope, Pennsyl- 
vania. Lecture enga-gements ha.ve taken me to Philadelphia in Nov- 
em*ber,and I hkd two brief visits v/ith Rdgar,Lr.Our plans were so 
uncertain for this year,and \rthur Yashburn made us Ru.ch a very 
good offer for the son for the year,tha.t v/e found it advantageous 
in every way to Rend him to Solebury School, With him away we can 
shrink into very small Quarters,and now have a two-room pppartment 
on Oxford Street in this city.
